People who paddle, especially those who venture off the beaten path and into the
back country, are privileged to experience parts of the world often not seen by the
average citizen. Indeed, it is often a quest for hidden treasures that makes us pick
up our paddle. Sometimes the treasures we find are the ones we were looking for
- a back country waterfall, the remnants of an old mining camp that the map says
is over there somewhere. Sometimes the treasures are accidieatablf that

swims across the river, a rainbow reflected in a glassy calm lake at dusk. And
